o Styrofoam™ brand foam cubes, 3"

o Cardstock papers
12'x12" solid colors, 2 sheets each
Scraps of coordinating colors

© Decorative papers - 12°x12" coordinating & contrasting patterns, 2 sheets each

o Sentiment & icon sfickers

o Snowflakes, 1/4"

© Brads, 1/4"

© Round paper tag

© Grosgrain ribbon

© Photo of choice

o Glitter glue

© Paper glue

© Bone folder

DIRECTIONS:
1. Overlap the two solid cardstock papers 1" glue. Cut two 3" strips from length of cardstock paper. Wrap strips
around cube in opposite directions, creasing at corners; glue to secure.

2. Repeat Step 1 using decorative papers.

3. Cut 1/2" decorative paper strip; wrap around cube and glue. Wrap ribbon around cube like a present; tie bow.
Apply stickers; highlight with glitter glue. Glue snowflakes or round tag as desired.

4. For hanger, cut 5" paper sirip, loop and glue to ornament top.
5. Mat photo on paper of choice; glue o cube front. Attach brads in photo corners, if desired.
